The Weaversare communityof poetswho areassociatedavith avantjazzin Paris.They publisha quarterlymagazine
of poetry. On the secondpageof eachnewissueof The Weavergsubtitled"creativewriting aboutcreativemusic"),
thereis this quotationfrom an alchemist,BernardRoger:"Art of Music andArt of Love are synonymoushecause
both expressionsmply, betweerthe interpreterand his instrument betweerthe artistandthe prima materia,between
the practitionerandthe patient,betweenthe "husband"andthe "wife", betweenmanand nature,chordsof mutual
resonance.From an alchemist(and a surrealistpoet): in otherwords,when BernardRogertalks aboutthe Art of
Music andthe Art of Love, he talks aboutsomethingelse,not a secondbut a third reality. We alwaystalk, write,
compose,improvise, play, dance,paint, film, think, dream, createabout somethingelse. Six years after their
inception, The Weaversstill voice this Art of Life, andwill voiceit at the Vision Festival,for thefirst time in New
York City, becausahe weavingis like the vision, andthe vision is like the weaving. The Weaversare Thomas

A Gathering of the Tribes

Foundedin 1991,A Gatheringof the Tribesis an artsand cultural organizationdedicatedo excellencein the arts
from a diverseperspectiveLocatedon the Lower EastSide of NYC. SteveCannon,poet, playwright, novelist,and
retired CUNY professorconverteda portion of his apartmeninto aninformal salon.Despitehis loss of eyesightto
glaucomahe encouragedhe exchangeof alternativepointsof view traditionally overlookedby the mainstreamThe
ideasraisedin the discussionservedasinspirationto pieceslater publishedin A Gatheringof the TribesMagazine.
In 1993, a further transformationof the spaceby Dora Espinoza,a photographerproducedTribes Gallery. Since
then, Tribes hasevolvedinto a performancevenueand meetingplacefor artistsand audiencedo cometogether
acrossall artistic disciplines,all levelsof complexity,andall definitionsof difference.In this pan-disciplinary multi-
cultural environment,artists exchangeideas, create peer relationshipsand find mentorship.Through Tribes®
publications readersencountera uniquesynthesiof literature,visual art, criticism andinterviewswith artistsof all
kinds. In an attemptto attracta wider audiencefor theseartists, Tribes additionally organizesan annualoutdoor
event, The Charlie Parker Festival, to engage the community who seldom attend literary or artistic events.

Steve Cannon

Originally from the cultural hotbedof New Orleans,SteveCannonis an institution himself, ProfessorCannonhas
beenactivein the artistic communityof the Lower EastSidein NYC for almostfour decadesExecutiveDirectorand
Founderof A Gatherof the Tribesin 1991, he continuesto paveits artistic direction,despitethe lossof his eyesight.
In the early 600she wasinvolvedin Umbra,a consortiumof primarily African Americanartistsof all disciplinesthat
included IshmaelReed,Calvin Hernton, Victor HernandezCruz running Tribes, Prof. Cannonalso servesas an
advisorto the Houseof Tribes Theater. Recently,Prof. Cannonextendedhis influencethroughhis collaboration
with SpanishcuratorMireia Sentis. Together they curatedHumor and Rage an exhibition featuringfive minority
Americanartistsfrom diverseethnic backgroundslt is currently on display at La Pedreraa building designedby
Gaudi in Barcelona, Spain.

Ishleis a KoreanAmericanwomanwho is the PoetLaureateof QueensNew York. Her first book, The Temperature
of This Water, is the winner of threeliterary awards,including the PEN America Beyond Margins Award for
OutstandingWriters of Color.

So Algarin rentedan Irish bar, the SunshineCafe on East6th Street,which was
christenedThe Nuyorican PoetsCafe. By 1980, the overflow of audienceded the Cafe to purchasean OinremO
building at 236 East 3rd Street to expand its activities and programs.

Patricia Spears Jones

Ms. Joneshas been involved in the downtown poetry and theater scenes working with Mabou Mines, and as a poe
teacher and former Program Coordinator for the Poetry Project at St. MarkOs Church. She is the author of two
collections:The Weather That Kills, published by Coffee House Press (1995) Badme du Monde from Tia

Chucha Press (2006) which was named one of the Top Ten Poetry Collections of 2006. She is also the author of |

Amiri Baraka was born Everett LeRoi Jones in Newark, New Jersey, on October 7, 1934.BAraka's numerous
literary prizes and honors include fellowships from the Guggenheim Foundation and the National Endowment for tl
Arts, the PEN/Faulkner Award, the Rockefeller Foundation Award for Drama, the Langston Hughes Award from
The City College of New York, and a lifetime achievement award from the Before Columbus Foundation. He was
appointed New Jersey Poet Laureate April 02 and Newark Schools Poet Laureate by Newark School board. He h
taught poetry at the New School for Social Research in New York, literature at the University of Buffalo, and drame
at Columbia University. He has also taught at San Francisco State University, Yale University and George
Washington University. Since 1985 he has been a professor of Africana Studies at the State University of New Yol
in Stony Brook. He is co-director, with his wife, of Kimako's Blues People, a community artsApacend
