New York, NY — Arts for Art focuses is proud to announce the visual artists whose work will be shown at
this year's festival. We will hold our annual art opening on Wednesday June 20 from 5 to 7 pm at the
Orensanz Foundation. For more detailed info on each artist and the work they are presenting, see the
following pages. A conversation amongst the arts — visual and performing. How each artist sees the
world and each other, from their own perspective.
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Amir Bey D installation Title: The Sun B Phoenix

The Sun - silk-screen ink hand painted on Satin. The Phoenixes will be flying towards it. The Sun is approximately
10-11 feet in diameter. Each "Phoenix"segment, also silkscreen on satin, is 8-9 feet. There are five "Music Fans",
instruments to be used by musicians of SYNERGY Sight and Sound performance on Saturday, June 23rd at 3:00
PM. They are made from papier mache, acrylic, rhinestones, and glass, with different combinations of bells and
chimes, giving them distinctive sounds.

Bio: Mixed media sculptor, curator, writer and astrologer Amir Bey has worked with musicians and performers
since the 1970s. His "Procession of Folk #3", a series of 12 faceted glass windows, is a permanent installation at
the Mount Eden station on the #4 line in the Bronx. He works in stone, wood, silkscreen, papier mache, video,
copper, life casts, and mixed media installations. He was the curator at Bronx River Art Center and Gallery from
1989-99, where he organized exhibits featuring live avantjazz performance. His most recent collaboration is with
alto saxophonist and composer, Saco Yasuma, for the ensemble SYNERGY Sight and Sound, where he has
designed costumes, instruments and set design.

Jo Wood Brown b installationTitle: 3 Tiers

Materials: Copper tubing and Tracing Vellum

Three sculptures of copper tubing and translucent paper flags suspend weightless at different heights. In
collaboration: Wood-Brown's kinetic sculpture has a motional life. 3 Tiers inhabits the space extending the
boundaries of potential life that is at times cinemagraphic and at times tangible. As sculpture: drawings from past
audience stills kinetically drift slowly in currents overhead.

Bio: Jo Wood-Brown has exhibited her work in galleries and in site-specific

installations throughout the United States and in Europe. These venues recently

include Paul Sharpe Contemporary Art, Edward Thorp Gallery, The Vision Festival; Jersey City Museum, Center
for Contemporary Art, Santa Fe, Art Bank, Belfast, Northern Ireland; Ausstellung, Ort, Wuppertal, Germany; Koln
Art Fair, Koln, Germany.

Kazuko Miyamoto D installation

Title, "after the storm"

A mixed media installation with umbrella and kimono and calligraphy. 2007

The installation is inspired by the dance and music performance which she collaborated with Patricia Nicholson and
William Parker in February of 2007. There are also elements from "Umbrella Dance" which she performed in 2005
at Lodz Biennale, Poland, and Japanese traditional dance .

Bio: Resident of LES since 1964 from Tokyo, Japan. Director of Gallery ONETWENTYEIGHT at 128 rivington
Street since 1986, promoting unknown artists. She is a visual artist, performer, and curator. Her works has been
shown in US, and Europe, and sometime in Japan. Most recently, the Madrid-based publisher, La Fabrica,
published her "Artist Sketch Book" for 2007.

Yuko Otomo b installation
Title: RED, YELLOW & BLUE
Installation on 6 poles — 2007 Materials: paper, colored tape, wire

Maura Sheehanb installation

Maura Sheehan is an installation artist and sculptor who resides in NYC, teaches at SVA and has exhibited
internationally, most recently in Seville, Spain and Belfast, Ireland. The title of her piece in this year's Vision
Festival is: BIRD.

Cassie Thornton b installation

Title: Where'd you hear that song? . Materials: Mixed Media

Concept: For the piece I will be installing swarms of tiny 3-d arrows that resemble the markers used to show search
results in online navigating systems. They will climb up walls and hide in corners, directing the viewer to examine
the intricacies of the space that defines their experience. "Where'd you hear that song?" encourages the listeners at

Vision Festival to answer the question for themselves.



Lili White Binstallation

TITLE: Set Piece MEDIA: Mixed media

Lili White's work highlights nature and spirit, myth, dreams, archetypal imagery, psychology, language, and the
shared concerns of humanity; to express the idea that mind, body, and spirit co-exist in search of balance and thus
facilitate a global understanding of what humanity holds in common. Her interest in the moving image and
multimedia, lead her to perform, write, produce, direct several live multi-media pieces, each of which included the
performance participation of over a dozen actors, poets and dancers. Upon the introduction of computer digital
editing programs, she made several videos that featured her gestural performances; and some based upon poetry
and documentary subjects. These are often seen as a continuation of her earlier Super 8 film work and lead to
screenings at numerous cultural centers, including the American Museum of the Moving Image, the Museum of
American Art in Philadelphia and The Newhouse Center in Staten Island.

Bill Mazza b live drawings

Brooklyn-based artist Bill Mazza's current work treats landscape as temporal abstraction, layering gestural
renderings of interior, exterior or digital space onto a two-dimensional surface over a given duration of time.
Throughout the Vision XII Festival, Mazza will record each day's event through an arbitrary ratio of drawing to
performance time where for example a two-foot by one-foot segment of a scroll might represent one hour of
rendered performance time. The resulting drawing will then be installed in the Vision Xii Festival space before the
start of the following day's events, creating a cumulative, spacial journal of the festival.

Jorgo Schaefer b live drawings

I have participated in the Vision Festival as an action painter since 2000, when Peter Kowald offered me the chance
to work during the performances. Since than another focus of my art developed, that which has been exhibited in a
number of shows at the Vision Festival and in galleries in USA and Germany with the title: "watching with my
ears." I feel good and I'm proud to become a part of the vision and to be among the festival's artists

Jeff Schlanger P live Action Paintings music Witness® Performance Painting: mW®

Working in ink and acrylic on paper, Jeff Schlanger creates live action paintings which capture the energy of the
intense music, dance and spoken word performed on the Vision stage. Jeff Schlanger has created and presented his
work at every Vision Festival. He has been found working his craft at other venues where great music can be heard.
Jeff Schlanger has been featured at the Tampere Festival in Finland for the last three years. Mr. Schlanger is also
Ceramic sculpture whose work has been shown worldwide.

Bill Dixon B3 large lithographs

Titles "TWICE UPON A TIME" [xylogravure; 53x41 inches]; "FUSAMA CODEX" [lithograph; 41x29 inches];
and "VADE MECUM, Series I [litho+xylogravure; 30x22 inches].

The work will be on display at the Vision Festival, which will be honoring Mr. Dixon’s Lifetime of Artistic
Achievement. These works are from 25 numbered sets, created during January and February 1994 at URDLA
(Union Regionale pour le Developpement de la Lithographie d'Art) Villeurbanne, France. For more information

Title: 20/20 - 54 x 42"

Robin Kahn is a New York Based visual artist, a public artist, editor of anti-copyright artist anthologies, and self-
published author. This year, she had a solo exhibition at Mulry Fine Art in Palm Beach, Fla and published The
Intelligent Woman's Guide to Art. She is also a regular guest on Kenny G's show “Intelligent Design” on WFMU.

Phyllis Bulkin Lehrer B video

My participation in this year’s festival will be twofold. I will develop an interactive video projection for the
dance/installation collaborative that Patricia Nicholson is staging June 22. I will use details from the Orensanz, and
Patricia's dance as source material as well as animation for prerecorded video. This will be mixed with the live
action during the performance. I will incorporate an interactive element, which will allow live movement to impact
the projection. For my art installation I will utilize raw materials developed for the performance to create a two



channel video work that will be displayed on monitors embedded in a small wall during the festival. The title of
my installation is " The Lucent Aspects of Touch".

Katy Martin B video and archival pigment print - Title: Ghosts

My work investigates gesture, and painting as a kind of performance. I paint directly on my skin, which I then
photograph and print out digitally. This process allows me to find myself in art and then lose it as my image is
transformed. I originally was seeking to find my own physical presence within the abstract language of painting.
Now with the new series, Ghostsmy body is disappearing, and what is left is the calligraphic white line. Or is it
the other way around. Maybe the black groundis the essence or trace.

Bio: Katy Martin is an artist whose digital prints, films, and videos have been shown at the Museum of Modern Art,
NURTURE art, the Tribeca Film Festival, PS 122, the Brooklyn Academy of Music and the Shanghai Duolun
Museum of Modern Art in China. She has also been featured in Bomb MagazingNew York, and Art World
Magazine (Yishushijiephanghai. Last year, she co-curated a Chinese video series for Anthology Film Archives
and an American experimental film/video series for Beijing titled Art as a Form of Conversatioffiribeca Film
Festival selected Ms. Martin’s 5-minute film, SWAN'S ISLAND, as one of the best-of-the-best films from the past

portraits of club curators by Gannushkin decorate the walls at The Stone. His photographs are featured in the Vision
Festival Peace Book and Music and the Creative Spirit: Innovators in Jazz, Improvisation, and the Avant Garde,
and were displayed as a part of the Vision Festival X photo exhibit.

Luciano Rossetti B photographer

Luciano Rossetti, from Bergamo, Italy, has been a professional jazz photographer for 10 years. He collaborates
with theatrical companies and European Jazz festivals. Rossetti's photographs have been used for numerous covers
of Italian and foreign music magazines, for record companies. He works both in digital and in analogue formats,
personally developing his own photos. He shows his work in solo and collective exhibitions in Italy and abroad.
Rossetti is one of the founding partners of the photography agency "PHOCUS” www.phocusagency.com) "...I try
to catch stage atmosphere following musicians also during sound check...I do everything possible to be invisible, as
to catch the interplay that is among musicians while they play..."
