Co-Pilotis a new Trio with Marilyn Crispell on piang Henry Grimeshbass,
andviolin andRashiedAli on drums.Survival Unit Ill is JoeMcPheeOsew groupwith Fred Lonberg-Holmon
cello andthe drummerMichael Zerang. It is with joy that thesemusiciansrespondedo having the chanceto
honor the great trumpet artist, Bill Dixon

Henry Grimesand RashiedAli werebornin Philadelphiain the sameyear.They grew up there,and playedwith
many of the samemusicians. Yet somehowthey only workedtogetheroncebefore2007. This wasin 19650n
Archie Shepp's'On This Night" This year,with greatsuccessHenry Grimesand RashiedAli playedduetsand
recorded'Going to the Ritual" Marilyn Crispell hasbeenparticipatingin Henry Grimes-ledtrios and duossince
March, 'O4, performingboth in the US andabroad. RashiedAli andMarilyn Crispell haveonly rarely hadthe
opportunityto work together.They were delightedto havethe opportunityto performtogetherin honorof the
greatBill Dixon. And asaresult,we will all havethe rare privilege to hearthefirst concertof Co-Pilotslive at
the Vision Festival.

The Festivalwill play hostto the New York premierof JoeMcPheeOSurvival Unit 1ll.  The groupOmembers
mostfrequentlyperformaspart of the world renownedPeterBrotzmannChicagoTentet. Thusfar this grouphas
only beenheardin Europe,with their first recordingODon'tPostponeloy!Oon the RAI label anda winter 2007
tour which includedstopsin Germany,Austria, CroatiaandHolland. Now we in NY will havethe chanceto see
and hear this new band.



Masterbassistandviolinist HENRY GRIMES, from the mid-'50'sthroughthe mid-'60's,the Juilliard-educated
Henry Grimes played brilliantly on some50 albumswith an enormousrangeof musicians,including Albert

Ayler, Don Cherry,Benny Goodman,ColemanHawkins, CharlesMingus, Cecil Taylor, and many more. After

30 yearsoff the sceneand with only a few short weekswith his new bass,Henry Grimesemergedto begin

playing concertsagain. On his returnto New York City in May, 'O3, he playedthe Vision Festival. Henry

Grimesbeganagainto tour the U.S., Canadaand Europe. Today he makesmusicwith mastemusicianssuchas

RashiedAli, Marshall Allen, Fred Anderson,Marilyn Crispell, Bill Dixon, Dave Douglas,Joe Lovano, David

Murray, William Parker,Marc Ribot, Cecil Taylor, JohnTchicai,andmanymore. He hasalsorecentlyaddedthe

violin to his bandstandroice andhasbecomea publishedauthorfor the first time. Honorshaveincludedbeing

named'Musician of the Year" by "All About Jazz/ New York"; receivingprestigiousMeetthe Composeiawards
in 'O3 and twice more in 'O5; nomination for Bassistof the Year by the Jazz Journalists'Association;
and recognition in 'O6 in the "Downbeat" Critics' Poll for acoustic bassists at#i®&.henrygrimes.com

The greatpianistMARILYN CRISPELL met Anthony Braxton atthe Studio and toured Europe with his
CreativeMusic Orchestran 1978. Ms. Crispellbeganplaying solo andleadinggroupsin the ©800sjorking with
Tim Berne,Andrew Cyrille, Anthony Davis, ReggieWorkman,Fred Anderson,Anthony Braxton,Mark Dresser,
GeorgeGraewe,Gerry Hemingway,Paul Motian, Gary Peacock|rene Schweizer ReggieWorkman,and more.
In all, shehasbeenon a hundredrecordings. Sheis the recipientof fellowship grantsfrom the New York State
Foundationfor the Arts, a compositioncommissionfrom the Mary Flagler Cary Trust, and a Guggenheim
Fellowship. Shealsoreceivedan OutstandingAlumni Award from the New EnglandConservatoryandin 2004
was namedone of the Conservatory'sLOO top alumni of the past 100 years. She hasplayedin festivals
worldwide, including Vision Festival O04 in the Henry Grimes tsiow.marilyncrispell.com

MasterDrummerRASHIED ALI , is a progenitorof the style known as "free jazz" drumming, liberating the
percussionisfrom the role of humanmetronome Associationswith SonnyRollins, PharoahSandersAlbert
Ayler, Bill Dixon, and SunnyMurray precedechis tenurewith JohnColtrane,which beganin 1965 and lasted
until the ColtraneOdeathin 1967. RashiedAli almostcompletelyabandoned steadypulse,adoptinginsteada
rhythmically irregular,textural, highly active approach. The removalof a steadytime, andwith the multitude of
implied meterssetby RashiedAli andbassistlimmy Garrison,freed JohnColtrane,andit waswith the addition
of RashiedAli to his groupthat JohnColtrane'sOfregazzOperiodtruly began. In morerecentyearsRashiedAli
hasworkedwith David Murray, JamesBlood Ulmer, GeorgeAdams,andSirone. The '90sfound Mr. Ali leader
of the bandPrimaMateria,an ensemblaledicatedo the late works of ColtraneandAlbert Ayler. Today,Rashied
Ali continuesto performregularly with SonnyFortune,ReggieWorkman,By Any Meanswith William Parker
and Charles Gayle, his own quintet, and now with Henry Grimes. More about Rashied Ali:

Joe McPhee plays many instruments,including saxophonestrumpets,valve trombone,clarinet, piano, and
sometimeselectronicsand he plays them all well. He hastaughtin the Black StudiesDepartmentat Vassar
College,andhis pastandpresentcollaboratorsnclude Roy Campbell,PeterBrotzmann,Leroy Jenkins,William

Parker, Matthew Shipp, Marilyn Crispell to nameonly a few. Joe'smusic can be heardon more than 60

recordingsbeginningwith Clifford ThorntonO%reedomandUnity." After which Joebeganrecordingunderhis

own name. In the early O708®ebegana long andfruitful associatiorwith HatART, a Swisscompanyformed
specificallyto recordand distribute JoeOmusic. This resultedin 11 JoeMcPheerecordingsbetween1975and
082. He is the leader of many different bands including Trio X with Dominic Duvall and Jay Rosen.



Fred Lonberg-Holm, free jazz androckcellist, performswith his quartetPEEP,Anthony Braxton'sCreative
OrchestraJJohnZorn, God is my Co-Pilot, and Anthony Coleman'sSelfhaters. In the late '90s, Lonberg-Holm
relocatedto Chicagowhere he works and recordswith Ken Vandermark,Jim O'Rourkeand Kevin Drumm,
amongothers,andis a memberof the PeterBrotzmannTentet.In 1999, Pillow's self-titled debutcameout on
Boxmedia,and Site Specific, a recordingof duoswith variousartists,was releasedon the Explain label. The
downright accessibleTerminal 4 camenext in 2001, filled with catchy pop melodies.The next year, a trio
recordingwith GlennKotcheandJasonRoebkepaid tribute to jazz cellist Fred Katz. Lonberg-Holmkept up his
active pace,on averageperformingon morethan 10 rock, jazz, and avant-gardealbumsper year,in additionto
leading and touring with his own projects.

Drummer, Michael Zerang has collaboratedextensively with contemporarytheater,dance, and other
multidisciplinary forms and has receivedthree JosephJeffersonAwards for Original Music Compositionin
Theater,in 1996, 1998, and 2000. He hasover sixty titles in his discographyand hastoured nationally and
internationallysince1981with andever-wideningpool of collaboratorsHe wasthe artistic directorof the Link's
Hall PerformanceSeriesfrom 1985-1989where he producedover 300 concertsof jazz, traditional ethnic folk
music, electronicmusic, and other forms of forward thinking music. He continuedto produceconcertsat Cafe
Urbus Orbis from 1994-1996,and at his own space,The CandlestickMaker in Chicago'sAlbany Park
neighborhoodfrom 2001- 2005.He hasheld workshopsin improvisationalmusicand percussiortechnique He
hasworked with the PeterBrotzmannChicagoTentetsinceits foundingin 1997 and hasperformeda solstice
celebration with fellow Chicago percussionist Hamid Drake semiannually since 1991.
