New York, NY - Trumpeter Eddie Gale, named San José’s Ambassador of Jazz, and winner of a 2007 Jefferson
Award for Public Service, will bring an All Star Band to Vision Festival XII in a tribute concert for world peace.
Gale made his first appearance at the Vision Festival in 2005, when he brought his working group, called the NOW
Band.  He has made numerous appearances with the All Star Band, including last August at the San Jose Jazz
Festival.

Mr. Gale, a New York City native, recorded in the ‘60s on the legendary Blue Note label, where his groundbreaking
albums Ghetto Music and Black Rhythm Happening.  He played with jazz luminaries Sun Ra, Illinois Jacquet, Larry
Young, Elvin Jones, and John Coltrane, among others. He recorded on Blue Note Records with Cecil Taylor and his
muted trumpet work can be heard in the Smithsonian Collection of Classic Jazz (on the tune Inter-Evening) with
piano great Cecil Taylor.

In 1974, Eddie Gale was proclaimed San Jose’s Ambassador of Jazz by then mayor Norman Y. Mineta for his work
in helping bring jazz to San José .  For nine years Mr. Gale has promoted world peace through the arts by organizing
the annual Concerts for World Peace and Peace Poetry Contest in partnership with the Library in San José, CA. The
CBS-5 Jefferson Award for public service was awarded to Eddie Gale in January 2007. His music is heard and
heralded in countries worldwide

Prince Lasha
Prince Lasha was born in Fort Worth, TX, on September 10, 1929. Fort Worth brings to mind Ornette Coleman, and
indeed Lasha (who is one year older) and Coleman knew each other as kids and kept on meeting to play music.  Their
high school band had Prince Lasha on alto saxophone and vocals, Charles Moffett on trumpet and Ornette on tenor.
Lasha relocated to California in 1954 and began working with Huey ”Sonny” Simmons.  After Prince Lasha had
recorded ”The Cry”, his first album as a leader, in Los Angeles, he went to New York, and played with Coltrane and
Sonny Rollins and recorded with Dolphy (Iron Man and Conversations) and Elvin Jones (Illumination!). Prince
Lasha's works show the tasteful heart of an explorer with a commitment to high quality musicianship.

Kidd Jordan
ÒKidd Jordan has made cutting against this grain of orthodoxy a mission over a career that now runs five decades
deep and has included gigs with a constellation of collaborators from Ray Charles and Perry Como to Sun Ra and
Alan Silva.Ó - Derek Taylor, Bagatellen
Edward  'Kidd' Jordan  is probably the single most under documented jazz musician of his generation.  A fact that
is even more remarkable when you consider that he is also one of the busiest working musicians in the world.  The
list of bands and artists he has performed with reads like a 40-year Grammy program...from Ray Charles and
Stevie Wonder to Aretha Franklin and the Supremes.  And the list of jazz musicians he has performed with goes even
wider, from Ed Blackwell, to Ornette Coleman, Cannonball Adderley and Cecil Taylor.  Fortunately, this fact has not
been lost on his appreciative European audiences and was recognized by the French government with a knighthood
for his contribution to the European performing arts. But his musical heart has belonged to avantjazz and luckily, he
has become a regular feature at the Vision Festival.  In addition to his live performances, Kidd’s work with children,
was documented by 60 Minutes

A founding member of the AACM, drummer Alvin Fielder  was born November 23, 1935, in Meridian, MS.  He fell
in love with music at 12, when another drummer turned him on to Max Roach. He played with artists ranging from
Sun Ra and Muhal Richard Abrams to Eddie Harris and Eddie "Cleanhead" Vinson, and was a member of the Roscoe
Mitchell Sextet, who in 1967 laid down the first AACM recording of the free jazz landmark Sound.  During the latter
half of the 90's, Fielder won attention and acclaim from the free jazz community for his work with Joel Futterman
and  Kidd Jordan, recording with them in quintet (Nickelsdorf Konfrontation, 1996), quartet (New Orleans Rising,
1997), and trio (Southern Extreme, 1998) settings. In 2002, he toured with tenor saxophonist Andrew Lamb and
William Parker.

Valerie Mih  is a pianist, composer and filmmaker residing in the San Francisco area, has been performing with the
Eddie Gale Now Band since 2002, including appearances at the 2006 San Jose Jazz Festival; the 2005 Vision
Festival, Sista's Place, and the Zebulon in New York; and the Bach Dynamite Society in Half Moon Bay.  Her music
combines her unique compositional and improvisational approach to music making.  As a filmmaker, she works in
both the animation and documentary.  Her recent documentary, "Voices of Patriots: Why Are We In Iraq?" was aired
nationally on Free Speech TV.  In addition to her work with Eddie Gale, she directs the music-animation project

Patricia Nicholson
Dance, as an integral element of freejazz, is the unique focus of Patricia Nicholson’s professional career.  She has
developed her work in close collaboration with composer/bassist, William Parker.  Drawing freely on an extensive
technical background, Ms Nicholson has built upon traditional and non-traditional techniques to create an eclectic
modern approach to intuitive and compositional dance. In 2000 Ms. Nicholson initiated the dance/music group,
PaNic. The group has performed at the Tampere Jazz Festival, Guelph Jazz Festival, the Vision Festival, Sons
d’Hiver Festival and Vision Nights, Tel Aviv Jazz Festival etc.  She received a Puffin Foundation grant for her work
