ARTIST STATEMENT by Warn Defever

"COME TO THE FRONT" isthree pat peformance/event-oriented piece tha celebrates
memories of growing up aroundthe perimeter of Detroit, compares povety-sticken urban
American cities to war-torn third world counties, and condudes by finding hopefor a
peaceful world in creating ssimplistic musc from handmade ingruments.

It was origindly conaeived as a series of phaosthat would match scenes of extreme decay
and destruction in downtown Detroit with strangdy similar looking phoographstaken in
Mexico, India, Nepd, Iraq, and the Netherlands

DON'T WAKE THE DRAGON (pat 1)

As children we learned tha my father could be easily awoken during his frequent afternoon
ngpsrequired by his night time shift work. Thefamiliar soundof his bedroomdooropening
and his angry heavy stepscoming down the stairswould leave us paralyzed with fear. Still
hdf aseep and blood hdf filled with alcohol, my father would randonmly lash out at the
earliest target located regardless of which child had been the actud source of the offending
noise. We learned to do everything quietly.

Playing the pianoin a quiet and meditative style became a meansof survival.

Watching television with the soundoff for years may have contributed to my lack of interest
in televison and film.

We dreaded the summer time, when aloud chirping bird would bring him crashing down the
stairs and oneof uswould be drunkenly and mistakenly attacked for "all tha singing and
dandng". Normal children would assodate the soundof theice cream truck playing "Pop
GoestheWeasdl" with great joy and feelingsof excitement, butwe immediately recognized it
as athreat to our physca well-being. "Please don'tdrive down our street anymore,” |
pleaded, "youredly don'tundestand.” | do, however, undestand nowthat it was
unreasonable to expect theice cream man to grasp tha athoughhis noisy muscal calling



card was eagerly anticipaed by mog other children, it was a source of terror and would result
me or oneof my brothers being misidentified and violently assaulted.

Eventudly my father's drinking, restless deeping, and high temper would lead to my siblings
and | creatinga dangaousmulti-tiered game called DONT WAKE THE DRAGON, which
induded onevariation where onebrother would strike adrum, or sam adoa at the precise
moment his sibling was quietly walking past hisfathers door, effectively putting him very
much in harms way.

AFTER DEVILSNIGHT (part I1)

"After Devil's Night' isanew work written expressly for ASM and this piece explores the
mugdcal / political landscape of the city of Detroit and how its drifted along seemingly without
gods and pumpo for over thirty years. New musc in this bleak urban wasteland from thelate
1960'suntil now has inexplicably grown alongside extreme political ideologies from avant-
jazz groupslike Griot Galaxy or the Triberecord labd to technopioneerslike Undeground
Resistance.

Jud as water overcomes obgaclesin its path by flowing aroundthem, these revolutionary
political theories and musca peformances are practiced uncongioudy as spontaneous
expressionswithoutdesire or real purpo<.

Popular onlinedictionay WIKIPEDIA defines "urban decay" by primarily citing Detroit as
an example.

THE SILVER PIANO (pat 1)

Ingpired by thework of African artists Frands Bebey and Kinshasa's KononoNo.1, aswell as
American composers Phil Cohran, Mary Lou Williams, Don Chery and Terry Riley, this
piece iswritten for ASM to peform on homemadeelectric kalimbas.

Sometimes referred to as athumb piano (or mbira, likembe, or sanza), thebasic design
conaept for thisingrument has been aroundfor thousandsof years.

An ingallation and exhibition of homemade €l ectric kalimbas will behdd at thecondudon of
COME TO THE FRONT and al are invited to paticipate.
